In this regard, it is not an exaggeration if through postcolonial studies there are attempts to interpret literary texts to find decolonization and efforts to escape from the disease of inferiority complex.  For example, in Pramudya Ananta Toer's terrestrial Bumi Manusia, Pram's expression can be traced which sharply expresses resistance to the feudal strategy of Javanese culture and colonialism that enslaved the Indonesian nation so that it became a dwarf nation. It can also be directed to the texts made by Pram to express resistance to the oppressive culture so that self-independence and freedom of the bangsalah are won.
Or conversely, when examining the contemporary work of the tetralogy of Laskar Pelangi by Andrea Hirata, in addition to understanding the mental imprints of the inlanders in the characters, we can trace texts that show the disease of humility in their mindset: interpreting the inlander ideology in us.  Interpreting the crisis of identity or confidence so that it is easily shaken and swayed by the charm of Western "splendor". At that point, the scholar may come to the interpretation that the tetralogy texts reveal the reality of "we" who "can't" and "won't be anything", except that "we can and become" part of the Western world—part of modernity that exists in Europe, in the village of Edensor, or at the Sorbonne campus in Paris.Rangkuman Cerita Novel Rumah Kaca
