2) Period II (linguistics) consists of two periods, namely; Holophrastic (1 year), 

when children begin to name meaningful words and desire whole sentences in 

one word. This period is marked by the child's vocabulary or word formation 

having acquired approximately 50 vocabulary words (1-2 years), in this period 

the child can combine and say two words (two-word utterance). During this 

period children will get a vocabulary of approximately 50-100 words.
